Quasi-Judicial Hearing on Resolution #06-18: Preliminary Site Plan — Cobb Commerce Park.

Staff shall announce the case.
Steve Greene, Planning and Code Enforcement Manager, announced the case and provided the Mayor and City Clerk with a list
of legal notices published and property owners notified. He advised the number of notices that were returned.

_ Those persons with the right to speak or present evidence were determined.

Those persens with standing were sworn by the City Clerk: 1) Ted Wicks, Wicks Consulting Services, Inc., 225 W, Main Street,
Tavares. Steve Greene, Steve Vaughn, Jr., and Jerry Cobb had previously been sworn in.

Staff shali present its case.

Mr. Greene explained that the hearing was to consider approval for development of 24 structures for commercial offices, personal
storage and warehouse activity. The traffic study provided indicated average daily trips of 1,958. The environmental assessment
revealed the presence of a 6.8 acre wetland in the northwest portion of the property and gopher tortoises were also identified. He
advised that the request was consistent with the City of Eustis Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Regulations with the
following conditions: 1) establishment of a conservation easement for the wettand areas and land area approximate to Hicks Ditch
canal; and 2) provision of dumpster enclosures prior to or in conjunction with the Certificate of Occupancy (CO).

Mr. Stearman stated that the notification had gone to Frank Gaylord who was no longer the property owner of one (1} of the
properties. John Keating and Ottmar Olsen had purchased the property from Mr. Gaylord.

Ottmar Olsen, 1671 Ashton Trail, Oviedo, was present at the meeting and verified that he and Mr. Keating had purchased the
property from Mr. Gaylord last spring. He had no objection to Mr. Cobb developing his property.

Applicant shall present its case.

Mr. Wicks explained that there would be a number of different types of buildings. There would be 7-8 major structures and the
other buildings would be the self-storage warehouses with an accompanying office. The smaller buildings were the self-storage
warehouses and would have electricity and maybe some air conditioning. The building that would provide the office would
contain restrooms. The multi-use type building would have a combination of offices, warchouse and work area and would also
have the necessary plumbing facilities.

Mr. Cobb referred to the City’s Code regarding steel buildings. He was looking at a combination of steel and block buildings.
He was aware of how the City felt about metal buildings.
