Street Restoration in Progress

The City’s Public Works Department is continuing with the street resurfacing
projects for this fiscal year. Restoration of Mary Street (between Key Avenue
and Orange Avenue) and Citrus Avenue (between Prescott Street and Center Street) are currently underway. These two
streets were originally scheduled for resurfacing, however, once preparations began, the Department discovered that the
road bases had deteriorated enough to warrant reconstruction.

The department will coordinate the resurfacing project in a manner that offers the least impact to residents as possible.
Paving will start at 8:00 am and end by 4:00 pm, with one lane being kept open for the residents to use. Residents
impacted by the resurfacing will be notified approximately 48 hours in advance with flyers.

Christmas lights to replace the incandescent lights used in years past to decorate the downtown area. The new lights will
last years longer than the old lights, and will reduce electricity consumption by 80%.
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Booster Station Update

The Grand Island Shores Road Booster Station is still on schedule for completion in
mid-February 2009. The project will help maintain water pressures in the western area
of the water system during peak flow and provide for reliable fire flows. The 500,000
gallon ground storage tank is 90% complete with the pump & electrical control building
now being erected. Part of the Booster Station Project is the construction of the off-site
16” water main along Adams St. This component of the project will start soon with
probable construction next week.

Commission Chambers receiving audio/visual enhancements

For some time, residents have had to position themselves at just the right place in the City Commission Chambers to see
the visual aids and information being presented at the City Commission meetings. That will soon change.

Currently, there are audio/visual enhancements being made to the chambers, including replacement of the audio system
and devices for the hearing impaired. Visual enhancement will include improved lighting, and computer-aided equipment
that will display agenda items on two large screen monitors for public viewing. A third monitor will provide those same
images to the City Commissioners. A fourth monitor and speakers will be placed just outside the chambers in the hallway
and will be used during non-meeting times as a kiosk for City service information and to announce city events.

This new equipment will be networked to allow for the second phase (paperless agenda) and third phase (video
streaming) to provide for better communication of the City Commission meetings to the Eustis residents. The classic look
of the 70’s era paneling and yellow carpeting will remain in place for that “nostalgic look”.

Water use down in September

The total water usage for the City is down by 31% through the end of September 2008 from this time last year due to
ample rain fall this summer. Although most of the earth is covered with water, only 1% of that water is actually drinkable.
With the growing concerns of a shortage of fresh drinking water, it has become essential to find ways to conserve water
and use it efficiently.

How Can | Help? As we enter into a dry period of the year in Central Florida, you can help conserve water and save
money at the same time. Irrigation systems are the largest user of water within the water system. Please follow the
recommended irrigation restrictions which are posted on the Water Department page of the city’s web site.

Installing water-saving devices and repairing leaking pipes, faucets, and toilets could also save thousands of gallons of
water per household each year.
